THE 2012 CALVIN INSTITUTE FOR WORSHIP SYMPOSIUM – by EGN 


This year’s theme was “When Life Is Prayer” and was focussed on the Psalms.  Each worship service, plenary address and almost every workshop made a connection to the theme.  There were some well-known and accomplished theologians, preachers and workshop leaders present such as N.T.Wright who spoke on “Praying the Psalms: Personal, Pastoral, Theological and Liturgical Reflections” and  Walter Bruggemann “Performing a Counter World: the Alternative Reality Offered by the Psalms for the Worlds We Inhabit.”   I attended a day long seminar with Bruggemann entitled “The Joys and Challenges of Preaching the Psalms;” I found his focused lecture mentioned above particularly inspiring and challenging.   In it he stated that we are both attracted to and repelled by the Psalms; attracted by the new reality and world into which they invite us but repelled because it requires that we give up and leave behind the ‘world’ in which we have become so comfortable and self-sufficient.  This year’s worship symposium marked its 25th year (Counting seminary days; I have personally attended close to 20 of those years!!).  Each year, there are also several university and high school groups in attendance – this year our daughter Carissa was part of the London Christian High group! (Jenica was also able to attend part-time – hopefully next year’s schedules will allow for more Bethel musicians and worship committee members to attend).  The symposium also marked the official introduction of a new songbook/hymnal entitled Psalms for All Seasons.  As a worship leader and preacher one of the highlights is simply being able to take in several worship services -services that in their entirety someone else has planned, prepared for and is leading.  As in other years the worship services were uniquely inspiring, enriching and uplifting for me personally and moved me to return invigorated for leading Sunday worship in the local church.  
During the symposium, I also attended three separate hour-long workshops such as “Emerging Adults, Emerging Worship” which dealt with issues unique to the phenomena of “emerging adulthood” for many 18-29 year olds and its impact on the church and worship; another entitled “Self-awareness as a Key Component of Discipleship and Worship Leadership”; and a third entitled “What the Church Can Learn about Lament from Popular Music.”  I -along with the 1,700 other attendees- enjoyed a wonderful time of enrichment and learning!

Endnotes:  Within the last week I attended these three important gatherings: the annual Calvin Institute for Worship Symposium; a shepherding elders meeting and a city-sponsored Argyle community development workshop.   The interesting connection between the three for me is how each is representative of a key activity of the church; the main legs of a three-legged chair.  The first is obvious –the worship symposium – the church gathers to worship and pray in community; and inspires individual worship and prayer throughout the week in lives and time offered up to God.  The second –the shepherding elders meeting, points toward the building of community, mutual care, and the development of disciples and discipleship toward spiritual growth and maturity in Christ.  The third –Argyle community development workshop connects to the service (deacons) and missional calling of the church; the ministry of the church to reach beyond itself; the ministry of outreach and extending of the gospel and the kingdom.  As we move into this second month (already!) of 2012; let’s continue to commit ourselves to worship, to the building up the body of Christ on all levels, and the extending of the gospel and kingdom in mission and service.  –EGN
