DENOMINATIONAL MINISTRIES: 

Resonate Global Mission: Sierra Leone - Give 
thanks for a new Resonate church plant in Here-
makono village in Sierra Leone. Twenty people 
from this Muslim settlement now meet every Sun-
day to worship Jesus as Lord. Ask God to draw 
more people in this village to know his saving 
grace. 
 
World Renew: Indonesia - On Friday, Sept. 28, a 
7.5-magnitude earthquake struck near the island of 
Sulawesi, Indonesia, setting off a tsunami that dev-
astated the island. More than 2,000 people are re-
ported dead, and more than 1.6 million have been 
affected. Water, food, and fuel shortages are com-
pounded by limited communications and damaged 
roads. Pray for the people of Sulawesi in this time 
of grief and for disaster response efforts throughout 
the area. 
 
Disability Concerns: Veterans - Nearly 20 percent 
of military veterans in Canada and the United 
States live with some degree of disability resulting 
from a disease or injury incurred in military service.
